Corruption: Bias against the Poor

By increasing the cost of key public services

Lowering quality of services & preventing the
poor's access to such essential services as
education, health and justice

Diverting Government resources away at the
expense of social sectors.

Limiting growth and development corruption
also reduces the scope and prospect of
poverty reduction

Corruption - Bias Against the Poor:
Household Income lost to Bribery
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Human Insecurity: corruption in
humanitarian assistance

e The household survey showed that 55
percent of recipients of humanitarian
assistance complained that they
recelved less than the allocated amount

— More than 44 percent of victims of

corruption in relief distribution had a daily
Income of less than a dollar

— More than 72 percent of those victimised

by corruption in relief operation had a
daily income of less than $2



Human Insecurity: Justice denied

e According to the 2007 national household survey,
47.7 percent of the surveyed people who went to the
lower courts had to pay bribes at an average rate o f
4825 taka ($1=taka 69)

* Implications of corruption is much more severe for
the people in the lower income strata

— Among households who had to make
unauthorized payments to judiciary, 42.7 percent
had a daily income of less than $1

— 32.4 were in the income category between one
dollar and less than two dollars, which means
more than 75 percent of households who
experienced corruption in judiciary live at less
than $2 daily income
